The Mira Hong Kong Joins the Glass Recycling
Programme for Hotel Sector

10 November 2011, Hong Kong: Furthering its green efforts in reclaiming, recycling and reusing energy
and waste products resulting from its operation, The Mira Hong Kong joins the Glass Container
Recycling Programme for the Hotel Sector co-organized by Hong Kong Hotels Association and
Environmental Protection Department of HKSAR.

With the support of the EPD and the Hong Kong Hotels Association, the Glass Container Recycling
Programme for the Hotel Sector was launched in November 2008 to help the trade to reduce waste
disposal and ensure that the glass containers generated are managed in an environmentally friendly
way. The programme, jointly organized and funded by the participating hotels, has resulted in collecting
461 tonnes of glass as of end of July 2011.

“Being a responsible community member, this meaningful programme is another important step in The
Mira Hong Kong’s contribution to the combined efforts of the hospitality sector in making a green
difference to the world - locally”, commented Florence Ng, Hotel Manager. The collection of glass
containers from The Mira Hong Kong by a local contractor became effective on 11 November 2011.

The collected glass containers are sent to local recycling facilities where they are crushed into glass
sand replacing natural river sand as an engineering material for the production of paving blocks in
various projects of the Housing Department (HD), Environmental Protection Department (EPD) and

local tertiary institutes.
